Ejemplo en espafiol
Original:

Plagio:
En anfibios la comunicacién actistica es la mas comun de las
comunicaciones para defensa territorial y atraccion de pareja.

Rae: “Copiar en lo sustancial obras ajenas, dandolas como propias.”

Irving Hexham (Univ. Calgary) “is the deliberate attempt to deceive the
reader through the appropriation and representation as one's own
the work and words of others. Academic plagiarism occurs when a
writer repeatedly uses more than four words from a printed source
without the use of quotation marks and a precise reference to the
original source in a work presented as the author's own research and
scholarship.”

Como evitar el Auto-plagio

Original:

White-eared ground-sparrows are year-round territorial songbirds that inhabit
dense thickets, shade coffee plantations and areas with early successional
vegetation in Central America (Stiles & Skutch 1989; Sandoval & Mennill 2012).

Correccion:

We studied a dense vegetation (e.g., thickets and early successional) especialist bird
species shade coffee plantations, dense thickets, and areas with early successional
vegetation (Stiles & Skutch 1989) the white-eared ground-sparrow, which is also
year-round territorial (Sandoval & Mennill 2012).

Citastextuales

Plagio:

We studied white-eared ground-sparrow a year-round territorial songbird that
inhabit shade coffee plantations, dense thickets, and areas with early successional
vegetation (Stiles & Skutch 1989; Sandoval & Mennill 2012).

Ejemplos de métodos donde no hay plagio

Sandoval et al. 2014: We used a temporal resolution of 5.8 ms and a frequency
resolution of 188 Hz with the following settings: Hann window, 50% overlap, 256
kHz sampling.

Sandoval et al. 2016: Spectrograms were constructed using a Hann window with 50
% overlap and 256 Hz transform size, resulting in a temporal resolution of 5.8 ms
and a frequency resolution of 188 Hz.

Mendez & Sandoval 2020: Measurements were taken using a frequency resolution
of 188 Hz in a Hann window with 256 kHz sampling and 50% overlap, and a
temporal resolution of 5.8 ms.
